
1.  Preheat the oven to 350 degrees and grease a 9x13in dish.

2.  Open the can of crescent rolls and spread on the bottom of the dish.

3.  Bake for ten minutes, then remove from the oven. 

4.  On the stove, brown the hamburger meat and add the taco seasoning.

5.  Add layers of taco meat, sour cream, and cheese on top of the parbaked

crescent rolls, sprinkling crushed doritos and cheese over the final layer.

6.  Bake for 15 minutes covered, then 15 minutes uncovered. Let cool 15 minutes

before serving.

1 can crescent rolls

1 pound hamburger

1 packet taco seasoning

12 ounces of sour cream

2 cups of shredded cheese

crushed doritos 
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
